Green Care (Inn på tunet)

Green Care refers to individually adapted and quality-
assured welfare services on farms.

The services shall stimulate coping skills, development
and well-being.

Farms are properties that are used for farming, forestry or
gardens. The activities offered in the Green Care service

relate to the farm and its daily life and operations.
